	1) 13th Coordinating Board Meeting 

	The Ex. Comm discussed the proposed agenda for the 13th Stop TB Partnership Coordinating Board meeting to be held in Berlin, 22-23 October 2007.


	The Ex. Comm generally welcomed the draft agenda but made several amendments.
There was a discussion on the conceptualization of the session which focuses on Stop TB working together with other initiatives.  The Ex. Comm wanted this session to examine how it is possible for Stop TB to work with other initiatives and to explore mutually reinforcing approaches. 
	· The session on the role of Stop TB in aligning with other global health initiatives to strengthen health systems should instead focus on how Stop TB and other initiatives can work together to strengthen health systems.
· The closed session should be held annually, therefore there is no need to hold a second closed session of 2007 in Berlin.

· The session on Partners of Stop TB should include an analysis examining break-down of Partners and their interest.
· The session on TB research should be extended to allow time for feedback from STAG.
· The Ex. Comm wished to ensure there was high level political German presence at the Board Meeting.

The Ex. Comm noted the success of last years theme "TB Anywhere is Everywhere", recalling that even outside the TB community the theme was known.
