	Challenges
	Opportunities

	· TB case detection for new sputum smear positive pulmonary TB cases in 2005 was 63% (target of 70%);

· Treatment outcome for re-treatment patients are less satisfactory in 2005 (52% cure rate, treatment success 75%, 0% default rate, 0% transferred out, 12.5% treatment failure and 12.5% death);

· Low visibility of TB as a public health Issue; 
· DOT has not been extended to all TB cases;

· Collaboration with private sector, prisons and other sectors has not yet been fully established;

· Referral system for TB diagnosis from refugee camps and primary health care centers need to be strengthened.


	· New funding agencies may be approached for further support to TB control; 
· NTP may collaborate with other programmes e.g. Maternal Child Health Care for TB control among children;

· NTP may expand its collaboration and partnership with international technical agencies including KNCV Tuberculosis Foundation and particularly from low prevalence countries like the Netherlands to exchange experiences; 

· Pilot project on Private Public Mixed (PPM) may be expanded to all Governorates. 

· Health providers have more time that can be used for counseling sessions.

· Communities can be mobilized on making their area "TB –free".
