What is the TB/HIV Working Group of the Stop TB Partnership?

The Global TB/HIV Working Group is one of the seven Working Groups of the Stop TB Partnership established in 2001 to coordinate the global response to the dual TB and HIV epidemic. The Stop TB Partnership, which is governed by a coordinating board, is a coalition of more than 500 organisations engaged in the global fight to eliminate TB as a public health problem. The Core Group of the Working Group is the decision making body which sets the strategic directions of the Working Group and makes recommendations on the global response to the TB and HIV co-infection epidemic. The World Health Organization serves as the Secretariat of the TB/HIV Working Group.

Since its inception the Working Group has developed policies and programme guidance to aid implementation of TB/HIV collaborative activities. These policies, based on the best available evidence for reducing the impact of TB/HIV, are now being implemented in many countries. The WG has also enhanced collaboration between TB and HIV programmes and communities and promoted experience sharing for the provision of optimal patient centred care. The WG has raised the visibility of the dual epidemic globally and calls on international, national and civil society to respond to TB/HIV. The number of countries implementing collaborative TB/HIV activities has increased over the past few years, however there is much more to be done. The global number of co-infected patients receiving services is still unacceptably low. HIV is the single greatest risk factor for developing TB disease and TB is the commonest cause of death in PLHIV (people living with HIV). The focus of the WG is now on implementation, overcoming challenges and sharing best practice models. 

Who should be a WG member?

Membership can be organizational or individual. Members would be organisations or people who are committed to addressing TB/HIV issues. You are dynamic and want to be involved in finding solutions to the problems of the intersecting epidemic of the two diseases. You want to challenge yourself and others to seek new methods to respond to TB/HIV, and stimulate discussions, debate and generation of evidence. You work in HIV/AIDS and/or TB and want to actively contribute to the formulation of evidence based global policies. You are representing civil society, national and international policy makers, researchers, members of international organizations, national program managers, or funding agencies. 

What is its goal?

The goal of the Working Group is to reduce the burden of TB in high HIV prevalence populations and to coordinate the global response to the dual TB and HIV epidemic through strengthening collaboration and partnership between the TB and HIV communities. 

What benefits would I get by becoming a member?
As a member you will help coordinate the global response to TB/HIV, and participate in setting policies and programmes to tackle the problem and be part of the implementation of these policies. You will also receive a regular newsletter and participate in meetings and conferences to keep informed of the latest scientific and programmatic developments in TB/HIV. You will have forums and opportunities to share your own experiences and learn from others.
